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The traditional Tibetan prayer flags are made of wooden carved prayer boards and five
colored silk fabrics

Use potatoes and ink to print the content of the sutra board, which becomes the prayer
flag.

Colorful prayer flags can be seen everywhere in Tibetan areas, and every time the wind
blows,

It means praying once.
