Each of the eight unique
serves is anchored by a sophisticated
tea base, layering exotic botanicals
like Matcha, Masala, and Blue Pea
brought from abroad, with the
fresh, crisp notes of local
springtime flora. 
From the alchemical colour-shift of
Blue 1869 to the aromatic depth of
our spice-infused blends, these
refreshing drinks mirror the
diverse treasures found within the
stalls of East India Dock. It is a
modern, botanical tribute to the
clipper ships that once docked here,
blending global heritage with a
bright, seasonal elegance.

By utilising artisanal techniques like
fat-washing to create a silky texture,
we marry modern culinary science
with the deep botanical infusions of
exotic teas and spices once carried by
the Clipper ships. This approach
balances historical preservation with
contemporary elegance.

Blue 1869 blends lavender syrup, peach liqueur, shisho vermouth,
and maraschino into a striking indigo serve. The drink undergoes a
vibrant transformation to pink as citric acid reacts with the blue
pea tea base. ( Sulphites)

(an avant-garde ceremony of earth, floral, and grain.)
A high-contrast collision of Japanese botanicals and British garden
flavours, pairing the earthy bitterness of Matcha and Nikka Coffey
Gin with the dark, floral sweetness of Hibiscus tea.

(a shimmering, citrus-laden bloom of the tropics.)
A vibrant lemongrass-infused vodka with a sharp, citrus-forward
profile, balanced by exotic mango and floral St Germain, then
lengthened with soda for a light, effervescent finish.
